Homework 
Homework will be given out each Friday and will be expected in the 
following Tuesday. We are trialling homework on Showbie (online) 
this term. Every child has a Showbie account. Children will be sent 
spellings and  expected to go on TT Rock Stars and Bug club. Children 
who do not complete homework or have no access to the internet can 
come to homework club on a Monday after school.

Knowledge Organisers
At Pear Tree we have introduced Knowledge Organisers (KOs) in class 
and as homework to help children to learn the essential knowledge 
they need for each topic they study. A Knowledge Organiser sets out 
in detail what we want children to know by heart by the end of the 
topic. We expect the majority of children to be able to recall all of the 
information on the KO by the end of the topic. 

Reading
Your child will have a home school learning log and reading book, 
which will need to be taken home and returned to school every day. 
Your child should read at home every day and an adult will need to 
sign the learning log to show that your child has read. Reading diaries 
and logs will be checked every Friday. 

PE Kits 
Your child  will need correct PE kit. As the weather gets colder, we will 
allow children to wear dark jogging bottoms.  We will be doing PE  on  
Monday and Thursday
