Homework 
Maths and SPAG homework will be given out each Friday and will be 
expected in the following Tuesday.

Knowledge Organisers
At Pear Tree we have introduced Knowledge Organisers (KOs) in class 
and as homework to help children to learn the essential knowledge 
they need for each topic they study.
